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HERITAGE WALKINVITATION

Parambumalai is the hill ruled by Pari vallal, who gave the chariot to
jasmine creepers. This hill is located on the ancient trade route from
Chola land to Pandya land. The Puranauru states that Parivallal ruled a
country with three hundred villages with this hill as his headquarters
during the Sangam period. There are more than fifty inscriptions on
Parambumalai. These belong to the later Pandyas, Vijayanagaras and
Nayakas. These mention the numerous donations made to the temple
here. The inscriptions refer to Parambamalai as Kodungundram.

Vayalagam of Pambar Region, Singampunari Vattara Kalanjiam of
Madurai rural region, INTACH, Travels Club Madurai and TamilNadu
Tourism.
