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Invitation for Heritage Wok

Bin Diversity Heritoge Site : Arittopaotti Villoge, Maodurai District

03.11.2024 (Sunday)

Arittapatti is the first Bio Diversity Heritage Site of Tamilnadu,
(a chain of seven unique landscapes of rocky hills, Water bodies
and Bio Diversity of rare Birds and animals) is located 4km
northwest of Narasingampatti, a village situated on the main
road from Madurai to Tiruchi. It is 25 km away from Madurai and
8 km from Melur. The natural cavern situated in the
Kalinjamalai hill of this village, houses two thousand year old
Tamil Brahmi inscriptions, stone beds and one thousand year
old image of the Jain Tirthankara. Vatteluttu inscription is seen
below the image. There is a cave temple of the Pandyas of 8th
century CE dedicated to Siva in the same hill area. As said
earlier, there is also a structural temple of Siva in the midst of
agricultural field of the village. This temple was mostly ruined
and recently rebuilt. This temple carries epigraphs of the reign
of Jatavarman Vikramapandya.

This Heritage Walk is organized by Centre for Heritage and
Development Tourism of DHAN Foundation in collaboration with
Melur Vattara Kalanjiam of Madurai Rural Region, INTACH,
Travels Club Madurai and Tamil Nadu Tourism. The resource
lectures will be delivered by Dr.V.Vedachalam Archaeologist
and Dr.G.Sethuraman Art Historian.
