In two thousand years old sangam literature they have mentioned as * world
cannot exist without water " . The ancient poets prayed to the king to create
and protect water bodies.

In Tamil Nadu every villages must have irrigation ponds and tanks for
agriculture and drinking purposes. These ponds were called Eeri, Pereri,
Kalam, Perungulam and Kanmai.

On the bank of these ponds there are temples of many deities like Aiyanar,
Karupu, Kannimar. They have planned and constructed these irrigation ponds.
It is made up of Karai, Madai and Kalinga.

Each village has established a system called Yerivariam and Kalinguvariam to
protect them. From the Pallavas, Cholas, Pandyas Inscriptions we get know
that ancient people choosed one particular day every year to do the renovation
works to maintain these waterbodies. K % G

Rajasingakulam (Thirupuvanam-Nelmudikarai-Pazhiyur
Heritage Tank) belongs to the Sivaganga District, now
situated on the traditional trade route of Northern bank of
River Vaigai, About 20 km from Madurai. This place was
famous for its historic heritage Tank which was expanded by
Rajasimma Pandian (910AD-933AD). One of the Traditional
sluice is bearing the Inscription of RajarajaChola, the great
Chola King. The famous Adhikamudaiyar Ayyanar Temple is
situated on the bank of this historic Tank.

This Heritage Walk is organized by Centre for Heritage and
Development Tourism of DHAN Foundation in collaboration
with Gangai Vattara Kalanjiam of Madurai Rural Region,
Manamadurai Vattara Vayalagam of Gundar Region, INTACH,
Travels Club Madurai and TamilNadu Tourism.
